Abstract: The work proves the need for a theoretical justification for the digital transformation of the economy and the
identification of practical recommendations for the development of service sector enterprises in the digital economy,
taking into account the regional features of digitalization. An analysis of the service sector in the modern macroeco-
nomic environment was carried out, taking into account the increased needs of society, and the dynamics of growth of
gross value added in the service sector in the Russian Federation was revealed. Analysis of the share of internal costs
for the creation and use of digital technologies by service sector enterprises showed an increase in the implementation
of digital products and services by type of economic activity, which requires further development of digital infrastruc-
ture. The main directions for the development of the service sector in the context of digitalization of the service econ-
omy, taking into account institutional transformations, are identified, and a conceptual approach to the digitalization of
the service sector is proposed based on operational system management and the development of business analytics to
ensure competitive advantages. The main directions of transformation at the industry level and in methods of manag-
ing the service sector have been identified, the need for the development of modern ecosystems and digital platforms
has been proven, in particular, the use of a digital passport of service sector enterprises. The need to provide state
support, taking into account benefits and incentives for service organizations in priority segments, and the implementa-
tion of public-private partnership projects for the development of entrepreneurship in the context of digitalization has
been identified. The organizational and economic components of the effective organization of work of service enterpris-
es and increasing their financial stability have been studied. An analytical review of the problems of development of
domestic service sector enterprises in the context of intensive development of information and communication technol-
ogies was carried out, and directions for the digital development of service sector market entities were proposed, tak-
ing into account existing restrictions based on digital marketing technologies, virtual and augmented reality.
